The expenses listed above do not include the costs of treating common conditions like mange, 

heartworms, and various diseases and infections.  Heartworm treatment alone can cost $300 or 

more, depending on the size of the dog.   

  
As you can see, the adoption fees donõt cover our costs.  We depend on donations to cover  

expenses.
